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      Stabling and Fairgrounds Use   

 Auburn Gold Country Fairgrounds - 2008 
 
 
Auburn: Pre-ride and post-ride stabling in Auburn is at the Gold Country Fairgrounds. Reservations are made 
through the Western States Trail Foundation office. All participants must follow Fairground rules/policies and have 
the option of stabling on site. Fairgrounds rules/policies include: 

 
• Dogs must be on a leash at all times. Pets may not be left unattended at any time. 
• Horses are not permitted on the main grounds. They will be allowed in the barn or horse camping areas 

ONLY. Not in any of the parking lots! 
• Stabled horses to be kept in a numbered stall assigned through WSTF office. One reserved stall per each 

accepted rider and one horse only per stall. 
• Rider cancellation automatically cancels stall reservation prior to ride day (No-Show on ride day also 

automatically cancels). 
• A few stalls may be available ride night. The minimum rental fee will be charged. 
• Ride Day/Night ALL STABLED HORSES MUST BE checked in with volunteers prior to leaving Stadium 

or in the stable area; and, emergency information MUST BE provided/updated; OR, 
• No check in and/or emergency information provided = horse not allowed in stall! 
• Early arrivals prior to ride week contact via Voice Mail phone # 530-889-2486 leave message with contact 

information. 
• Stall assignments will be posted on the Website two-weeks prior to ride day and updated as needed. Check 

with ride staff or as posted on the Red Barn for latest information and/or assignment changes. 
• RV hookup space rental will be available on a 1st come = 1st served basis for those with accepted ride entries. 
• Vehicle parking is extremely limited in the stable area and is available on a 1st come basis for riders. No 

reserved spaces!  
• Crews and Spectators will find plenty of parking in the upper parking lot above McCann Stadium off of 

Auburn-Folsom Rd./Sacramento St. NO HORSES ARE ALLOWED IN THIS PARKING LOT! Trailer 
parking and people camping allowed ride day/night and awards day/night. NO FEE. Shower facilities 
available in stadium area. Some people camping may be available in the lower High St. parking lot. Check 
with High St. entrance volunteers or at the Red Barn. 

• Horse camping is available only at the South end of the McCann Stadium & Fairgrounds. NO FEE. The 
entrance is at the South East end of the upper parking lot. Signs will be posted. Portable pens ok. RIGS 
ONLY! No extra crew vehicles in Horse Camp area. 

• To reduce congestion and to allow for emergency and maintenance access, all horse trailers other than 
camping rigs with permits must be removed from the barn area to designated parking areas as directed by 
stable volunteer personnel. 

• Emergency messages may be left at the Red Barn during ride week and/or via the Red Barn phone #530-
889-2486 (Leave message if no answer). (The Red Barn phone number will forward to WSTF office prior 
to ride week.) 

• No Tevis parking in upper parking lot on Friday night, July 18th, due to another event using lot. 
• No Tevis parking in Horse camping area on Friday night, July 18th, for above reason.

• Note: Many of the above policies/rules are required as listed in our contract with the GCF.
